He added that the traditional route is fast, flat and scenic and that the club has put measures in place to ensure that every runner is well provided for in terms of water and Coke during the race.  Club stalwart and long-time organiser of the Two Oceans, Chet Sainsbury, and his dedicated team of helpers are in charge of the route and will ensure that refreshments stations are well stocked.
